1. ONLY ONE WAY
John 14:6b —*“ No man can come to the Father except through me.”

3. AGIFT - ALL GOD/NO FLESH

Discussion:

1. What does God demand of usto make heaven our eternal home?
2. Do any of us stand a chance on our own?

3. What does God give us to meet the demand?



4. REQUIRED ESSENTIALS

e PERFECT SACRIFICE - BLOOD
Hebrews 9:14 —* How much more, then, will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal
Soirit offered himself unblemished to God, cleanse our consciences from acts that lead to
death.”

Discussion:
1. Why did the sacrifice have to be perfect?
2. What Old Testament story and pictures powerfully shows how the blood, if applied, will
protect us from judgement?

e HOLY SPIRIT
Romans 8:9b —*“ ...if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to
Christ.”

Discussion:
3. What New Testament story shows that we must have the Spirit when Christ returns or we
areforever lost?
4. What is the difference between receiving the Spirit at salvation and the Baptism of the
Holy Spirit?

e THE WEDDING GARMENT
Matthew 22:12-13 —* "Friend’, he asked, ‘how did you get in here without wedding clothes?’
The man was speechless. Then the king told the attendants, ‘ Tie him hand and foot, and throw
him outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.’”
